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I.
PURPOSE:
To establish procedures for the cleaning and sanitation of Division of Veterinary Medicine animal area hallways.

II.
SCOPE: Applicable to all Caretaker personnel.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES: 


A.
The Director, Division of Veterinary Medicine will be responsible for reviewing this SOP annually.


B.
The Contract Supervisor will ensure that animal hallways are maintained in compliance with this SOP.


C.
The COR, ROW is responsible for updating this SOP as needed.


D.
All DVM personnel will be responsible for reading and complying with the provisions herein.

IV.
PROCEDURES:  


A.
General:  



1.
All supplies and equipment will be stored in designated storage areas.  The hallways will not be utilized as storage areas except with approval of the Director, Division Veterinary Medicine.



2.
All hallways will be maintained in a clean and orderly fashion.


B.
Specific:



1.
The hallways will be swept and mopped with an approved disinfectant (Convatec Process NPD) on a daily basis.  The hallways will be cleaned after the animal rooms have been cleaned in that wing/corridor.



2.
Each hallway will be sanitized monthly using Convatec Process NPD (Quat. disinfectant). Sponge mop the hallway walls and mechanically scrub floors with buffer. With sponge mop, vigorously scrub a 4-6 foot area of wall 3-4 times. Rinse dirty mop in pan of clean water, return mop to disinfectant and repeat. Never put dirty mop into disinfectant without rinsing first. Leave disinfectant on surfaces for approx. 10 minutes before final rinse with fresh, clean water.  Appropriate safety clothing will be worn. Caution must be used around all electrical equipment, outlets, switches etc. when using sanitizing solutions. Appropriate safety signs will be posted.  



4.
The last sanitized date will be clearly posted or the husbandry supervisor will keep a record of sanitization dates.
