IV.
RESPONSIBILITIES:

A.
The Director, Division Veterinary Medicine is responsible for reviewing and approving this SOP annually.

B.
The Chief, Department of Animal Resources is responsible for reviewing this SOP annually and insuring all section OIC have read and follow the SOP.

C.
The Section OICs are responsible for: 

1.
Reviewing and updating this SOP annually.

2.
Insuring that this SOP is implemented within the Section. 

D.
The NCOIC, Department Animal Resources is responsible for ensuring all Section NCOIC have implemented this SOP within their sections.

E.
Civilian Supervisor-In-Charge is responsible to ensure all civilian caretakers are properly trained.


IV.
PROCEDURES

     A.
Basic handling of animals:

 

1.
Animals will be handled & restrained in a calm, careful manner which causes no unnecessary pain or stress.  

2.
Handling and restraint of individual species will follow either the DOD laboratory on handling and restraint of that specie, be a technique on a approved protocol or have been approved for use in that specie by the Section OIC or another veterinarian with authority in that section.

3.
Any questions on animal handling and restraint should be addressed to the section NCOIC, OIC, Civilian Supervisor-In-Charge.
