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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURE

Fresh Fruits & Vegetables
I.
PURPOSE: To ensure the feeding of fruits and vegetables (FF&V) of good quality that do not endanger the health and well being of animals within our care.

II.
SCOPE: This SOP is applicable to all personnel assigned to the Division of Veterinary Medicine.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Chief, Department of Animal Husbandry, will review and update this SOP annually.


B.
The Supply Management Officer will:



1.
Update this SOP as needed.



2.
Ensure ordering and pick-up of FF&V, to include reordering and replacement of spoiled items.


C.
The Chiefs, Department of Animal Medicine and Department of Animal Resources, will designate an individual as the FF&V Technician for each department.


D.
The FF&V Technicians will implement the procedures in this SOP.


C.
All applicable personnel will comply with this SOP.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Ordering:



1.
Maintain only a one-week supply of FF&V.



2.
Place requests for the following week IAW SOP-DVM-413, Inventory & Ordering of Animal Feed & Bedding.


B
Storage:



1.
Upon receipt, store FF&V in the walk-in coolers.



2.
Inspect the FF&V daily for soft spots, mold or other signs of spoilage.




a.
Discard any spoiled items.




b.
Notify supervisor of spoiled items.


C.
Feeding:  Wash all FF&V in a dilute clorox solution (15 cc clorox in one gallon of water) and rinse with fresh water prior to feeding animals.
