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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES

QUARANTINE (HUSBANDRY) OF NONHUMAN PRIMATES

I.   Purpose: To establish proper procedures for the routine

care and husbandry of non‑human primates.

II.
Scope: This SOP applies to all personnel who work with or

around the non‑human primates.

III. Responsibilities:

A. The Director, Division of Vet Medicine is responsible for annual review of this SOP.

B. The DAR Primate Section OIC will assume responsibility for this SOP and its annual update.

C. The DAR and DAM Primate Section NCOIC's will assure compliance with this SOP.

D. It is the responsibility of the caretaker in charge of assigned rooms to ensure that the husbandry of the NHP is carried out IAW this SOP.

E. It is the responsibility of the Civilian Supervisor to inspect rooms daily for compliance with this SOP.

IV.
QUARANTINE (HUSBANDRY) OF NONHUMAN PRIMATES

A. QUARANTINE ROOMS WILL BE CLEANED AND FED LAST.

B. The following items will be placed outside the room:

Disposable rubber gloves

Disposable coveralls

Dust / Mist Respirator

Surgical caps

Disposable shoe covers

Bucket and brush with an approved disinfectant solution 
Trash can lined with a plastic trash bag Eye goggles or 

   protective qlasses

C. The door to the room will be labeled that the room is    quarantined and the reason for the quarantine.

D. Before entering the room ALL personnel will put on disposable shoe covers, dust/mist respirator, disposable coveralls, cap, protective eye wear and disposable rubber gloves.

E. As soon as the person leaves the quarantine room, he will place the shoe covers, coveralls, gloves, dust/mist respirator and cap, in the trash can with the plastic liner. A clean dust/mist respirator will be put on immediately after removing the contaminated dust/mist respirator.

F. All personnel will wash their hands immediately upon finishing with a quarantine room.

G. Room Sanitation Procedures:

   1. All steps above for entry and exit of a quarantine room will be followed.

   2. Sanitization (See SOP 254, Nonhuman Primate Room Sanitation).
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
