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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURE

Sanitation of Dog, Sheep, and Pig Rooms
I.
PURPOSE:  To establish procedures for routine sanitation of rooms housing dogs, sheep and pigs.

II.
SCOPE:  Applicable to all personnel involved in the sanitation of dog, sheep, and pig rooms.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Chief, Department of Animal Resources will review and update this SOP annually and will ensure that this SOP is implemented.


B.
All applicable personnel will read and comply with this SOP.


C.
The Civilian Caretaker Supervisor will:



1.
Ensure that animal rooms are maintained in compliance with this SOP.



2.
Ensure that room sanitation is monitored daily.



3.
Update this SOP as needed.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Daily:



1.
Complete feeding by 10:00 am and begin cleaning after feeding is complete.



2.
Remove animals from their runs prior to hosing.  Take care to avoid getting the animals wet.



3.
Sweep hay from sheep rooms before hosing.



4.
Hose runs and floors with water twice daily.  Take care to hose feces from the underside of ledges supporting the raised flooring.



5.
Spray feeders:




a.
Empty feeders still containing feed in the afternoon and clean.




b.
Leave plastic feeders in place to drain.




c.
Place metal feeders upside down outside each run to drain after the floors have been hosed.



5.
After runs and floors are hosed, clean gutters by placing the hose in the gutter, letting the water run, and sweeping the waste materials into the floor drain.  Clean all feces and debris from drains and drain ledges.



6.
Each room will be equipped with a squeegee.  Squeegee floors and runs after being hosed.  Hang squeegees in the wall bracket when not in use.



7.
Upon completion of cleaning each room, neatly coil the hose on the hose hanger.



8.
Keep feed barrels and trash containers clean and securely closed.



9.
Remove trash and replace the plastic liner, daily.



10.
Following the afternoon cleaning, pour bleach into floor drains, to include sides and ledges.


B.
Weekly:



1.
Check the automatic watering system filters and replace every other week, or more often if needed.  Annotate the most recent filter check and change date on the animal room log sheet.



2.
Remove individual feeders from runs and wash in the rack washer.



3.
Wash doors and doorjambs using a sponge and an appropriate disinfectant.


C.
Monthly:  Sanitize all rooms at least monthly or when room is emptied.  Empty occupied rooms of animals before sanitizing.  See SOP-DVM-259, Room Sanitation/ Preparation - General.
