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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURE

Operation of the Cesco Water Bottle Filling Station - Bldg. 511

I.
PURPOSE:  To describe the use of the water bottle filling stations within DVM, WRAIR.

II.
SCOPE:  All service area technicians

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
The Chief, DAR will review this SOP annually.


B.
The Civilian Supervisor will ensure operators are trained in safe use, with the provisions of this SOP, and will oversee operations to ensure compliance.


C.
NCOIC, Department of Animal Resources will ensure that this SOP is implemented, and will update as necessary.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
Position a case of bottles under the filler head.


B.
Set the pH level for desired pH (2.5pH) level. Check the level of hydrochloric acid in the solution tank.  Fill acid to the indicated line when needed.


C.
Set the desired water fill level.


D.
Turn the power switch to “ON”.


E.
Push the “FILL” button and release to start the filling process.


F.
When the fill time is complete, the system will shut off and reset, ready another fill.
