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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURE

Hydro Blitz High Pressure Washer
I.
PURPOSE:  To establish procedures for the operation and maintenance of the Hydro Blitz High Pressure Washer at Bldg 511.

II.
SCOPE:  All personnel involved in sanitizing animal rooms.

III.
RESPONSIBILITIES:


A.
Chief, DAR will review this SOP annually.


B.
The Civilian Supervisor-In-Charge will:



1.
Update this SOP annually.



2.
Post changes and updates as they occur.



3.
Ensure caretakers utilizing the pressure washer follow this SOP.

IV.
PROCEDURES:


A.
The high-pressure washer is used in cleaning the animal rooms.


B.
Precautions:



1.
Always respect the potential hazards of electrical equipment and high-pressure spray.



2.
Never allow spray to contact the human body or animals.



3.
Use a dust/mist mask, long sleeves, gloves, and protective apron while washing with the unit.



4.
Always use two hands to hold gun and wand.



5.
Before, during and after operation check:




a.
The oil level in the pump




b.
Chemical and fuel supplies




c.
Condition of discharge hose.  



5.
If the unit malfunctions consult the operation manual “Troubleshooting Guide” maintained in Linda Davis’s office, Rm. 109, Bldg. 511.



6.
DON'T:




a.
Don't let the pump run dry (without water supply)




b.
Don't run acids or caustics through the pump.




c.
Don't forget to check the pump oil level and discharge hose regularly.


C.
Operating Instructions:



1.
Before starting the machine:

 


a.
Connect water hose to unit




b.
Fill detergent bottle with appropriate detergent.




c.
Ensure that electrical cord is plugged in.



2.
Starting the washer:




a.
Initial Starting:  After a long period of non-use, run the washer with the nozzle or wand removed in order to flush out any dirt, rust or loose scale which could plug the nozzle.




b.
Turn Pump On:  With the gun handle held firmly, turn on the pump toggle switch.  Allow the pump motor to reach full running RPM and the water spray to develop constant operating pressure.




c.
Wash/Rinse Control:  To start the wash mode, flip the switch on the gun assembly to wash.  To rinse, flip the switch to the rinse position.



3.
Shutting down after use:




a.
Finish cleaning in the RINSE mode, or run straight water through the machine after finishing.




b.
Turn the pump switch to OFF, make sure the chemical valve is completely closed, and wrap up the wand, hose, and power cord.




c.
Return to storage.


D.
Routine Maintenance



1.
Daily:




a.
Check water supply before starting.




b.
Check detergent supply and ensure that proper detergent is being used.




c.
Check nozzle for clogging




d.
After use purge the system for one minute by operating on the rinse cycle.



2.
Weekly:




a.
Check pump oil level.





(1)
Pump's crankcase must be filled to the red dot on the sight window.  If not add oil.





(2)
Change the oil every 200 hours or 3 months, whichever comes first.





(3)
Use SAE 40 hydraulic oil with anti-wear and rust inhibiting additives.




b.
Check the pressure hose for wear and damages.  Refer to supervisor if severely worn or damaged.



3.
Monthly:




a.
Check the drive belt for wear, and for proper tension and alignment.  It should be straight, snug, and not super-tight.  Adjust belt at adjusting screw.




b.
Check the power cord for wear and damage.  Refer to supervisor if any damage is noticed.
