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STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES

Primate Section Rounds ‑ Bldg 511

I. Purpose: To establish proper procedures for the routine

careand husbandry of non‑human primates.

II. Scope: This SOP applies to all personnel who work with or

around the non‑human primates.

III.
Responsibilities:

A. The Director, Division of Vet Medicine is responsible for annual review of this SOP.

B. The DAR Primate Section OIC will assume responsibility for this SOP and its annual update.

C. The DAR and DAM Primate Section NCOIC's will assure compliance with this SOP.

D. It is the responsibility of the caretaker in charge of assigned rooms to ensure that the husbandry of the NHP is carried out IAW this SOP.

E. It is the responsibility of the Civilian Supervisor to inspect rooms daily for compliance with this SOP.

IV.Primate Section Rounds ‑ Bldg 511

A.GENERAL PROCEDURES:

1. Rounds will be conducted at least twice daily, first thing in the morning and before leaving for the evening.

2. Collect rounds sheets located in Primate Section's treatment room files.

3. Change into appropriate attire (ie. mask, gloves, eye protection, lab coat, jumpsuit, scrubs).

4. Treats such as peanuts will be offered to primates

 on morning rounds.

5. Observe all rooms listed and document all items on the rounds sheet to include any problems noted with an animal, its environment, and the facility.

6. The environmental enrichment log posted on the outside of the door will be filled out every time something is done in the room (examples: TV on or off, treats given, food given, treatments).

7. Distribute copies of completed rounds to OIC, and place the original in Section NCOIC's distribution box.

B. SPECIFIC PROCEDURES:

1. Room Order. Rooms will be entered in order with personnel in appropriate attire. Rounds will be conducted with any room marked "Quarantine" done LAST.

a. First, New World primates.

b. Second, juvenile Old World primates.

c. Third, adult Old World primates.

d. Last, quarantine rooms.

2. Room Checks.  All rooms will be checked for environmental parameters as well as other items listed on rounds sheets. Other areas checked are as follows:

a. Quality and quantity of feed in feeders & feed barrels

b. Drains

c. Lights

d. TV's should be on during the day, off at night

e. Presence of pests

f. Sanitation and facility problems

g. Water pressure stations (7 ‑ 8psi)

h. Lixit function ‑ each lixit will be function tested twice daily: in the morning by the caretaker staff and during afternoon rounds by the veterinary staff. Macaca sp. will

be moved to the front of the cage using the squeeze mechanism prior to testing the lixit with a tongue depressor.

3.Animal observations.

a. Each animal will be checked for general appearance, discomfort or distress and normal bodily functions.

b. Each animals food intake will be monitored. Animals eating less than half their feed ration will be noted.

c. Any animals currently on treatment will be examined for any changes in condition.

d. Any abnormalities will immediately be brought to the attention of the section OIC and investigator.
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
